GENERAL RULES & REGULATIONS

Open to all St. Lucie County 4-H members enrolled by September 1, 2009. (Enrollment cards must
be in the County 4-H Office by this date.)

Each member is allowed one exhibit per project in which they are enrolled, plus one poster art
exhibit. Exhibits must be made by the exhibitor since the last Fair.

All exhibits, with the exception of photography, art and food, will be judged at the County 4-H
Office. Exhibits must be entered by Noon on February 19th.

Exhibits are entered at owner's risk. Every precaution will be taken to protect exhibits, but St. Lucie
County will not be responsible for loss or damage.

Enter photography at the Fair grounds, Saturday and Sunday, Feb. 13 & 14, 10:00 a.m. - 2:00 p.m.
Enter art exhibits at the Fair grounds, Saturday & Sunday, Feb. 13 & 14, 10:00 a.m. - 2:00 p.m.
These exhibits are judged and displayed in the Fair photo and art area, not with 4-H. No premium
money is given.

Food exhibits must be brought to the Women's World exhibit area on Monday, March 1st from
4:00pm - 5:00pm and Wednesday, March 3rd from 4:00pm - 5:00pm. All entries must be
accompanied by the recipe. ITEMS REQUIRING REFRIGERATION WILL NOT BE
ACCEPTED.

Premiums will be awarded in the following events: Project Exhibits, Vegetables, Horticulture and
Food Exhibits.
Rosette-$15.00 Blue-$10.00 Red-$8.00

All exhibits will be judged by qualified persons and decisions of the judges will be final.

Blue, Red and White ribbons will be awarded to each exhibit by the judges according to its merit.
Rosettes will be awarded to outstanding exhibits in each category.

When designated, "Junior" is defined as member’s ages 8 to 10 years of age as of Sept. 1, 2009.
"Intermediate” is defined as member’s ages 11 to 13 years of age as of Sept. 1, 2009. "Senior" is
defined as member’s ages 14-18 years of age as of Sept. 1, 2009. (Exception: Fashion Revue, seniors
must be 14 years of age.)
